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Clean resin parts with soapy water before glueing or painting. Use Cyano-Acrylate (super glue) for resin
Resin parts can be heated and reshaped if they are warped. Dipping the parts in hot water works well. The thicker the part, the hotter the water should be
and the longer it will need to be heated. Dip the parts in cold water once they are corrected. Do not store your models in hot areas or in direct sunlight!.
